JOINT NET REWARD SAVER (S14) 

ACCOUNT  

If you are opening a joint account, the additional 

applicant(s) must also meet the above 

requirements. You will also need to advise us if you 

require all account holders to authorise 

withdrawals. This means you will all require 

NetBranch (our internet banking) passwords to 

transact on the Net Reward Saver (S14) Account. 

HOW TO OPERATE YOUR NET REWARD 

SAVER (S14) ACCOUNT  

You must use NetBranch (our internet 

banking) to transfer between your S14 and your 

other accounts.  You will also need a Resources 

Credit Union Access Savings (S1) Account to 

transact via ATMs, EFTPOS, Bpay, cheques, cards, 

etc. 

To Put Money into your Net Reward 

Saver (S14) Account  

 

 From your other Resources accounts - 

transfer to your S14 any time you like, using 

NetBranch (our internet banking) or use 

Rediphone (our telephone banking).  

Transfer any time you need to, or set up a 

regular periodical transfer. 

 Your pay - instruct your paymaster to send 

part or all of your pay to Resources (BSB 

802-058 & YOUR MEMBER NO.) and tell 

us how you want to split it between your 

accounts. 

 From your other financial 

institution(s) - use their internet banking 

facility to transfer your funds to Resources 

(BSB 802-058 & YOUR MEMBER No.).  

Then transfer it from your S1 Access Account 

to your S14 by NetBranch (our internet 

banking) or by Rediphone (our telephone 

banking). 

 Other income like dividends, super, 

tax refunds, etc - instruct the provider to 

send your income to Resources BSB 802-058 

& YOUR MEMBER No.  Then transfer it to 

your S14 from your S1 Access Account by 

NetBranch (our internet banking) or by 

Rediphone (our telephone banking). 
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To Take Money out of your Net Reward 

Saver (S14) Account 

 

 The money in your Net Reward Saver (S14) 

Account is at call.  To take it out of your S14 you 

must use NetBranch (our internet banking) to 

first transfer it to your Resources’ (S1) Access 

Account.  Then you can access it in all the usual 

S1 ways, eg via ATMs, EFTPOS, cash withdrawal 

at a branch, Bpay, personal or Credit Union 

cheques, Redicard, Visa card, etc. 

 You cannot take money directly out of your Net 

Reward Saver (S14) Account, you must first 

transfer funds to your Resources (S1) Access 

Account and then you can access the funds in all 

the ways allowable under the S1.
